PE-02: Physical Access Authorizations
· Develop and maintain a list of individuals with authorized access to facilities.
· Issue and manage access credentials.
· Review the access list quarterly.
· Remove individuals from the access list when they no longer require access.
PE-02(01) Access by Position or Role:
· Authorize access based on the role or position of individuals.
PE-03: Physical Access Control
· Enforce Access Authorizations at entry and exit points by:
· Verifying access authorizations 
· Use of physical access controls or security guards
· Maintain and review access logs quarterly.
· Implement controls for areas designated as publicly accessible.
· Escort visitors and control their activities as needed.
· Secure keys, combinations, and access devices 
· Inventory physical access devices regularly
· Change combinations and keys regularly, and/or when keys are lost, combinations are compromised, or when individuals possessing the keys or combinations are transferred or terminated.
PE-04: Access Control for Transmission
· Control physical access to  transmission  lines
PE-05: Access Control for Output Devices
· Control physical access to output devices to prevent unauthorized access 
PE-06: Monitoring Physical Access
· Monitor physical access to detect and respond to security incidents.
· Review physical access logs monthly and after potential security incidents.
· Coordinate reviews and investigations with the incident response team.
PE-07 : Visitor Access Records
· Keep visitor access records for at least one year.
· Review visitor access records regularly
· Report any anomalies to the designated security personnel.
PE-08 : Power Equipment and Cabling
· Protect power equipment and cabling from damage.
PE-09 : Emergency Shutoff
· Provide emergency shutoff capabilities  
· Place emergency shutoff switches or devices ito facilitate access for authorized personnel
· Protect emergency power shutoff capability  from unauthorized activation.
PE-10 : Emergency Power
· Provide an uninterruptible power supply for critical systems.
PE-11 : Emergency Lighting
· Implement automatic emergency lighting for evacuation routes.
PE-12 : Fire Protection
· Maintain fire detection and suppression systems that are supported by an independent energy source.
PE-13 : Environmental Controls
· Maintain Environmental Controls within the facility where the system resides 
· Monitor environmental control levels regularly  
PE-14 : Water Damage Protection
· Provide and maintain master shutoff valves for water damage protection.
PE-15 : Delivery and Removal
· Authorize and control and maintain records of the delivery and removal of system components.
PE-16 : Alternate Work Site
· Determine and document alternate work sites allowed for use by employees
· Employ controls at alternate work sites
· Assess the effectiveness of controls at alternate work sites
· Provide a means for employees to communicate with information security and privacy personnel in case of incidents.

5. Review and Update
This policy and its associated procedures shall be reviewed and updated annually or following significant security incidents, changes in applicable laws, regulations, or organizational structure.
